Is picked up on your regular trash day and must be in
paper yard waste bags or a personal trash can. Also |
need to mention that the city will not pick up any trash
not inside the Courville container on the regular trash
day. If it does not fit in the Courville container please
keep it in your yard until bulk pickup occurs, this helps
to keep the neighborhood clean. On this same thought
since the summer downpours will again be coming, if
you live near a storm drain please keep the debris
cleaned off of it, this is the responsibility of the
property owner not DWSD. The same goes for grass
clippings blown or discharged into the street, all of this
debris gets down inside the storm drain and causes it
to plug. It takes a while for DWSD to come out and
clear the drain, in the meantime the water pools in the
street.

There are still a significant number of vacant houses in
the neighborhood, some have become occupied but
more have come up.

TUNNEL PROJECT UPDAT E

The FWDCA was recently informed that the upper rouge tunnel
project has been put on hold. Preliminary work has been completed,
but the contractor has not been authorized to proceed with
additional work.

The driving force behind this decision appears to be cost, the Detroit
Water and Sewerage Department now believes there are other
solutions or design changes that will result in significant cost
savings. DWSD is currently negotiating with the Michigan
Department of Environmental Quality for an extension of time so
they can more thoroughly research other options. There is a federal
mandate that DWSD must come up with some sort of solution to
eliminate or almost completely eliminate combined sewer overflows
so it is highly likely that there will be some sort of project occurring.
