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I hope everyone had a safe and enjoyable holiday.  I 

have noticed that many of the new residents are 

families with children.  It is always nice to see families 

in the neighborhood, as I feel they are an indicator of a 

stable neighborhood. The other indicator to me is a 

stable business area nearby to serve the residents.  On 

this point I feel we are lacking, we have a couple bars 

and party stores but really thatôs it.  With the apparent 

closure of In & Out Coney Island we no longer have 

any family oriented restaurants around.  If you are 

new to the neighborhood please take a moment to read 

about the organization on the back of this page. 

Even though it was mentioned in the last newsletter, 

there still seem to be residents that are unaware of the 

home invasions occurring in the neighborhood or they 

wrongly think it will not or cannot happen to them.  

The home invasions are typically occurring between 

twelve o clock pm and 4 pm.   The intruders typically 

find something to stand on in the back yard and then 

set about making entry through an unlocked window.  

Please take a careful look around your yard and 

consider anything that may be used for a stepping 

stool.  Also be sure to lock your windows.  The 

following has been said before but I feel it is worth 

repeating.  The thieves are targeting such things as 

paper money, jewelry, flat screen televisions, laptops, 

and  game consoles . 

 Another thing that is helpful is not advertising what 

you have. if you purchase a flat  screen TV or a 

computer,  keep the box in the garage or basement 

until it can be cut up and put in your trash can.  If it is 

visible it may well be seen as an invitation by a thief.  I 

encourage everyone to be more aware of their 

surroundings and to watch your neighborôs house and 

ask them to watch yours.   If you see any suspicious 

people or vehicles call 911 and provide as much 

information as you can.  The more information you 

can provide the better chance the police have of 

catching them. 

Over the past six months the Detroit Police 

Department has logged twenty five home invasions in 

our area.  It is my personal belief that this number may 

be slightly low.  The reason is that not every incident is 

reported to the police.  If police reports are not made, 

then the true scope of the problem is not known to 

them.   The police department has been actively 

patrolling the neighborhood and is well aware of the 

problem.  

In speaking with Detroit Police officials, one of the 

major drawbacks is that there are few descriptions of 

the people responsible and when they are available 

they are sketchy at best.   The Detroit Police 

Department attempts to dispatch an evidence 

technician to check for fingerprints in most home 

invasions.  However, due to the workload of the 

technicians it often takes twenty four to forty eight 

hours for them to get to the residence.    

The technician will typically dust for prints near the 

point of entry as well as the exit as well as items that 

are suspected to have been touched by the invaders.   

Even if usable finger prints are recovered (there has to 

a certain level of detail in the print to make a good 

comparison) there is no guarantee they will lead to an 

arrest.  One reason for this is the prints may not 

belong to the suspect; they may belong to the property 

owner or someone else with legitimate reason to have 

left fingerprints on the property.   Another reason is 

the prints may not match anyone in the database.  

Considering that juveniles or young adults are believed 

to be responsible for the majority of the home 

invasions, there is high likelihood they have never 

been arrested before. 

 Even when an arrest is made it is still very easy for the 

person to go free.   According to the Police Department 

a typical bond for these types of offenders might be 

$10,000/ 10% meaning they only need to post $1000 

to get out of Jail.   Inside this newsletter there are tips 

provided by the Detroit Police to increase the odds of 

property being recovered and returned to its rightful 

owner.

The FWDCA will be hosting a neighborhood picnic  in mid 

June, and may offer additional activities for young kids in the 

future, depending on available funds.   For the past two years 

the FWDCA has ran a  Neighborhood Cleanup to address 

some of the worst vacant properties.

FIRE SAFETY  

In light of recent fire deaths and in an effort to prevent fire tragedies, the Detroit Fire Department urges residents to 

practice critical safety precautions when using kerosene and electric space heaters and offers important general fire 

safety precautions. 

The Detroit Fire Department does not recommend or encourage the use of kerosene heaters. Residents who insist on 

using kerosene space heaters should observe the following safety precautions: 

¶ Use only fuel recommended by the manufacturer. 

¶ Fill the heater outdoors and do not overfill.  

¶ Properly ventilate the room where the heater is located. 

¶ Operate the kerosene heater on a drip pan to contain any spills. 

¶ Place the heater at least 3 feet away from any ordinary combustibles, which includes all household furniture. 

¶ Have at least one multi-purpose fire extinguisher nearby. 

¶ Do not place clothes or furniture near the heater. 

¶ Do not leave children alone with heaters or operate heaters in childrenôs sleeping areas. 

Electric space heater safety precautions:  

¶ Use only electric heaters equipped with an auto shut-off and tip -over switch, or a thermostat-controlled model.  

¶ Do not operate electric heaters near combustible materials or flammable liquids.  

When using either electric or kerosene heaters, residents should:  

¶ Purchase only UL-approved heaters. 

¶ Read all operating instructions carefully.  

¶ Do not leave the heater unattended or operate while sleeping. 

General Fire Safety Tips:  

¶ Replace frayed electrical cords.  

¶ Never sleep with an electric blanket on. 

¶ Get an annual furnace inspection. 

¶ Never store combustibles near furnace or hot water heater. 

¶ Annually clean chimney and use fireproof glass doors for fireplaces 

¶ Do not use the oven or stove as a supplemental heat source. 

¶ Never leave an oil burner or candle alight when you go to bed or leave the home. 

¶ Never leave children alone in the kitchen while cooking. 

¶ Never use a generator inside a home or garage. 

¶ Install smoke alarms on each level of the home and outside of sleeping areas. Change the battery twice a year. 

¶ Protect yourself from carbon monoxide (CO) poisoning by installing a battery -operated CO detector. 

¶ Plan and practice an escape route.
